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Feast of the Holy Name 

The Feast of the Holy Name, 

typically observed in Chris-

tian liturgy on January first, 

venerates the name of Jesus 

Christ. This celebration un-

derscores the divine nature 

of Jesus, emphasizing his 

role as Savior. In the broader 

context of shared Jewish 

heritage, the feast also signi-

fies the importance of 

names, echoing the Jewish 

tradition that names convey 

essence and purpose. Jesus’ 

name, ‘Yeshua’ or ‘Yahweh 

is salvation,’ sums up his 

divine mission and salvific 

purpose. This reinforces that 

names, including our own, 

carry intrinsic value and may 

prompt us to think further 

about what divine individual 

purpose might mean for us.

The Historic Creed 

We say the Creed as our 

response to the Word of 

God. In these historic words, 

we take ownership of the 

Creed’s cosmic narrative 

about God’s disclosure to 

humanity. It affirms the 

source of everything that is 

including the story of Jesus 

becoming human. Its conclu-

sion affirms the work of the 

Holy Spirit in the church, in 

one baptism, and in our 

hope for the life to come. 

The Nicene Creed is a sign of 

unity with Christians 

throughout all times and 

places. Though originally 

composed at an ancient 

time (325 CE), it expresses 

key insights into the nature 

of God and creation. This 

version follows the Greek 

original precisely by saying 

“was incarnate of the Holy 

Spirit and the Virgin Mary,” 

to emphasize that Mary was 

an active participant in the 

Incarnation. The words “and 

the Son,” were not a part of 

the original Greek text of 

the Creed and are not includ-

ed. At its General Conven-

tion of 1988 The Episcopal 

Church said they favored 

this omission. The decision 

was later approved by the 

Lambeth Conference of the 

Anglican Communion. 

All he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of  

the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living 

and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. We believe 

in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of  life, who proceeds 

from the Father, who with the Father and the Son is 

worshiped and glorified, who has spoken through the 

prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic 

Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness 

of  sins. ✛ We look for the resurrection of  the dead, and the 

life of  the world to come.

The Peace 

This is a liturgical exchange 

of greeting and is a sign of 

reconciliation, love, and 

renewed relationships in the 

Christian community. Initiat-

ed by the Presider, who 

says, “The peace of Christ be 

always with you,” the peo-

ple respond, “And also with 

you.” The gesture of Peace 

has been expressed in a 

variety of ways, including a 

kiss on the cheek, an em-

brace, a handclasp, or a 

bow. This is an ancient Chris-

tian practice. It has been 

associated with Romans 

16:16, “Greet one another 

with a holy kiss,” and similar 

passages. 

CONFESSION OF SIN AND ABSOLUTION 

Deacon At the second coming, God will bring to light the things now 

hidden in darkness, and will disclose the purposes of  the heart. 

Therefore in the light of  Christ let us confess our sins. 

Please stand or kneel as you are able. A moment of  silence is observed.  

All Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against 

you in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done, and 

by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with 

our whole heart; we have not loved our neighbors as 

ourselves.

All ✜ Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of  power and might, heaven 

and earth are full of  your glory. Hosanna in the highest.

Presider Holy and gracious God: In your infinite love you made us for 

yourself; and, when we had fallen into sin and become subject to 

evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent ✜Jesus Christ, your only 

and eternal Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as 

one of  us, to reconcile us to you, the God and maker of  all. 

 Jesus stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself  

in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice for the whole world. 

 On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our 

Savior ✜Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given thanks 

to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, 

eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the

 After supper Jesus took the cup of  wine; and when he had given 

thanks, he gave it to them, and said, “Drink this, all of  you: This 

is my Blood of  the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for 

many for the forgiveness of  sins.

 Therefore we proclaim the mystery of  faith:

Presider  We celebrate the memorial of  our redemption, Almighty God, in 

this sacrifice of  praise and thanksgiving. Recalling Christ’s death, 

resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts.  

 Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body 

and Blood of  your Son, the holy food and drink of  new and 

unending life in Christ. ✛ Sanctify us also that we may faithfully 

receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, 

and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into 

the joy of  your eternal kingdom. 

Presider death. In baptism we die with Jesus and are raised in Christ, that 

we might walk in newness of  life, and proclaim the wonders of  

our Savior’s name.

Eucharist 

The sacrament of the Eucha-

rist is the principal act of 

Christian worship in our 

church. The term is from the 

Greek, “thanksgiving.” Jesus 

instituted the Eucharist at 

the Last Supper where he 

shared bread and wine at a 

sacred meal with his disci-

ples. Christ's sacrifice is 

made present in the Eucha-

rist, and in it we are united 

to his one self-offering. The 

grace bestowed in Holy 

Communion augments 

(deepens, increases) faith, 

forgives sin, and and 

strengthens of our charity. 

Everyone who seeks a deep-

er knowledge of Christ is 

welcome to receive the sac-

rament. 

Communion in One Kind 

Our doctrine upholds the 

truth that the fullness of 

communion is available by 

receiving either the conse-

crated bread or wine. Com-

municants receive both the 

body and the blood in either 

the consecrated bread or 

the wine, though all are 

invited (as they are able) to 

receive both kinds. Our be-

lief in the fullness of com-

munion in one kind (bread 

or wine) is called the doc-

trine of concomitance. The 

term concomitance  comes 

from the Latin, “to accom-

pany.”
