Saying the Psalm 

Each numbered verse of a 

psalm has two parts, half 

verses, which are marked in 

the middle by an asterisk. 

When we are not singing or 

saying the psalm in unison, 

we say it antiphonally. The 

Reader announces the way 

we will say the psalm, either 

in unison, or  responsively by 

whole or half verse. The 

Reader always begins the 

first verse. If we read by half 

verse, then the congrega-

tion says the portion of the 

verse following the asterisk. 

When reading by whole 

verse, the Reader says the 

first whole verse, and the 

congregation says the next 

whole verse. This provides a 

rhythmical back-and-forth 

between Reader and the 

People.

Christmas Crèche 

Crèche is an 18th century 

French word for a scene of 

Christ’s nativity. In England, 

the word has taken on a 

more general meaning, 

where it refers to a nursery 

where babies are cared for 

during the work day. In 

North America, we retain 

the original connotation of 

the word referring to the 

birthplace of Jesus. Chris-

tians here set them up in 

Advent and keep them on 

display through the arrival of 

the Magi bearing gifts on 

The Feast of Epiphany.

✜ As the gospel book passes by, please turn to face the Gospel with reverence for the Word. 

In those days a decree went out from 

Emperor Augustus that all the world 

should be registered. This was the 

first registration and was taken while 

Quirinius was governor of  Syria. All 

went to their own towns to be 

registered. Joseph also went from the 

town of  Nazareth in Galilee to 

Judea, to the city of  David called 

Bethlehem, because he was 

descended from the house and family 

of  David. He went to be registered 

with Mary, to whom he was engaged 

and who was expecting a child. While 

they were there, the time came for 

her to deliver her child. And she gave 

birth to her firstborn son and 

wrapped him in bands of  cloth, and 

laid him in a manger, because there 

was no place for them in the inn. In 

that region there were shepherds 

living in the fields, keeping watch 

over their flock by night. Then an 

angel of  the Lord stood before them, 

and the glory of  the Lord shone 

around them, and they were terrified. 

But the angel said to them, "Do not 

be afraid; for see-- I am bringing you 

good news of  great joy for all the 

people: to you is born this day in the 

city of  David a Savior, who is the 

Messiah, the Lord. This will be a sign 

for you: you will find a child wrapped 

in bands of  cloth and lying in a 

manger." And suddenly there was

The Spirituality of  

Incarnation 

Episcopalians root their the-

ology in the doctrine of the 

Incarnation, that God came 

among us as one of us. As 

people of the Incarnation, 

the idea that we can exclude 

God from creation, or that 

there are places where God 

is ‘not allowed,’ is nonsensi-

cal, and borders on heresy. 

God is everywhere. We are 

in God. We may ignore God’s 

presence, but there is no 

way we can keep God out. 

God is with us whether we 

deserve or not; whether we 

respond or not. God is pre-

sent in rollicking carolers 

and  God is present to those 

who suffer and grieve. This 

is the Incarnation. God is 

with us: Emmanuel. 
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THE NICENE CREED BCP 358 

Please stand as you are able.  

All We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of  

heaven and earth, of  all that is, seen and unseen. We 

believe in one Lord, ✜ Jesus Christ, the only Son of  God, 

eternally begotten of  the Father, God from God, Light from 

Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of  one 

Being with the Father; through him all things were made. 

For us and for our salvation ✜ he came down from heaven, 

was incarnate of  the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary and 

became truly human. For our sake he was crucified under 

Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the 

third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; 

he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of  

the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living 

and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. We believe 

in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of  life, who proceeds 

from the Father, who with the Father and the Son is 

worshiped and glorified, who has spoken through the 

prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic 

Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness 

of  sins. ✛ We look for the resurrection of  the dead, and the 

life of  the world to come.

heavenly host, praising God and 

saying, "Glory to God in the highest 

heaven, and on earth peace among 

those whom he favors!" When the 

angels had left them and gone into 

heaven, the shepherds said to one 

another, "Let us go now to 

Bethlehem and see this thing that has 

taken place, which the Lord has 

made known to us." So they went 

with haste and found Mary and 

Joseph, and the child lying in the 

manger. When they saw this, they 

made known what had been told 

them about this child; and all who 

heard it were amazed at what the 

shepherds told them. But Mary 

treasured all these words and 

pondered them in her heart. The 

shepherds returned, glorifying and 

praising God for all they had heard 

and seen, as it had been told them. 

The Historic Creed 

We say the Creed as our 

response to the Word of 

God. In these historic words, 

we take ownership of the 

Creed’s cosmic narrative 

about God’s disclosure to 

humanity. It affirms the 

source of everything that is 

including the story of Jesus 

becoming human. Its conclu-

sion affirms the work of the 

Holy Spirit in the church, in 

one baptism, and in our 

hope for the life to come. 

The Nicene Creed is a sign of 

unity with Christians 

throughout all times and 

places. Though originally 

composed at an ancient 

time (325 CE), it expresses 

key insights into the nature 

of God and creation. This 

version follows the Greek 

original precisely by saying 

“was incarnate of the Holy 

Spirit and the Virgin Mary,” 

to emphasize that Mary was 

an active participant in the 

Incarnation. The words “and 

the Son,” were not a part of 

the original Greek text of 

the Creed and are not includ-

ed. At its General Conven-

tion of 1988 The Episcopal 

Church said they favored 

this omission. The decision 

was later approved by the 

Lambeth Conference of the 

Anglican Communion.

History of the Nativity  

Scene 

 St. Francis of Assisi is credit-

ed with creating the first 

nativity scene on Christmas 

Eve of the year 1223. Francis 

was inspired to this after 

visiting the historical place 

of Christ’s birth on a pilgrim-

age to the Holy Land – the 

humble stable in a Bethle-

hem cave. Francis’ first sce-

ne of Christ’s birth was pre-

sented in a service of the 

Mass held in a cave in Grec-

cio, Italy. He invited his fel-

low friars and townspeople 

to join the celebration. An 

empty manger (the feeding 

trough of farm animals 

which served as Jesus’ crib) 

inside the cave, with a live 

ox and donkey beside it, was 

set up as on that first Christ-

mas night. Through visual 

aids like these, people saw 

that Jesus came into the 

world in poverty and simplic-

ity. This, Francis hoped, 

would counter the rampant 

greed and materialism prev-

alent in Italy.

The Peace 

This is a liturgical exchange 

of greeting and is a sign of 

reconciliation, love, and 

renewed relationships in the 

Christian community. Initiat-

ed by the Presider, who 

says, “The peace of Christ be 

always with you,” the peo-

ple respond, “And also with 

you.” The gesture of Peace 

has been expressed in a 

variety of ways, including a 

kiss on the cheek, an em-

brace, a handclasp, or a 

bow. This is an ancient Chris-

tian practice. It has been 

associated with Romans 

16:16, “Greet one another 

with a holy kiss,” and similar 

passages. 

CONFESSION OF SIN AND ABSOLUTION 

Deacon In the light of  Christ let us confess our sins. 

Please stand or kneel as you are able. A moment of  silence is observed.  

All Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against 

you in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done, and 

by what we have left undone.

Presider Holy and gracious God: In your infinite love you made us for 

yourself; and, when we had fallen into sin and become subject to 

evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent ✜Jesus Christ, your only  

Presider and eternal Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as 

one of  us, to reconcile us to you, the God and maker of  all.

 Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body 

and Blood of  your Son, the holy food and drink of  new and 

unending life in Christ. ✛Sanctify us also that we may faithfully 

receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, 

and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into 

the joy of  your eternal kingdom.

Eucharist 

The sacrament of the Eucha-

rist is the principal act of 

Christian worship in our 

church. The term is from the 

Greek, “thanksgiving.” Jesus 

instituted the Eucharist at 

the Last Supper where he 

shared bread and wine at a 

sacred meal with his disci-

ples. Christ's sacrifice is 

made present in the Eucha-

rist, and in it we are united 

to his one self-offering. The 

grace bestowed in Holy 

Communion augments 

(deepens, increases) faith, 

forgives sin, and and 

strengthens of our charity. 

Everyone who seeks a deep-

er knowledge of Christ is 

welcome to receive the sac-

rament.

Please be seated.  

All who seek God and a deeper life in Christ are welcome to receive Holy Communion. 

Please receive the bread in open and outstretched hands and sip the wine from the chalice, 

guiding it gently to your lips; or you may dip the wafer into the wine. Gluten-free wafers are 

available; please make your need known to the minister. If you prefer to receive a blessing 

instead of the sacrament, indicate your choice by crossing your hands over your chest. 

Communion in One Kind 

Our doctrine upholds the 

truth that the fullness of 

communion is available by 

receiving either the conse-

crated bread or wine. Com-

municants receive both the 

body and the blood in either 

the consecrated bread or 

the wine, though all are 

invited (as they are able) to 

receive both kinds. Our be-

lief in the fullness of com-

munion in one kind (bread 

or wine) is called the doc-

trine of concomitance. The 

term concomitance  comes 

from the Latin, “to accom-

pany.”
