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THE WORD OF GOD 

Listen to me, O coastlands, pay 

attention, you peoples from far away! 

The Lord called me before I was 

born, while I was in my mother's 

womb he named me. He made my 

mouth like a sharp sword, in the 

shadow of  his hand he hid me; he 

made me a polished arrow, in his 

quiver he hid me away.

Reader A reading from the Prophet Isaiah. 

Saying the Psalm 

Each verse of a psalm has 

two parts, half verses, which 

are marked in the middle by 

an asterisk. When we are 

not singing or saying the 

psalm in unison, we say it 

antiphonally. The Reader 

announces the way we will 

say the psalm, either in 

unison, or  responsively by 

whole or half verse. The 

Reader always begins the 

first verse. If we read by half 

verse, then the congrega-

tion says the portion of the 

verse following the asterisk. 

When reading by whole 

verse, the Reader says the 

first whole verse, and the 

congregation says the next 

whole verse. This provides a 

rhythmical back-and-forth 

between Reader and the 

People.

In the Episcopal liturgy, the 

gospel is the final reading 

from Holy Scripture at the 

Eucharist. It is proclaimed by 

a gospeler in holy orders. 

The 2nd Council of Nicaea in 

787 decreed that icons, 

crosses, and gospel books 

could be venerated as sa-

cred images, just as the in-

carnate Christ is the image 

of the invisible God. Today, 

many still choose to vener-

ate the gospel book by bow-

ing in reverence as it comes 

near.

The 

term concomitance  comes 

from the Latin, “to accom-

pany.”
